In 2016, Tommy qualified on the 
Street League Skateboarding (SLS) in Barcelona through the Pro 
Open. SLS is the highest League in skateboarding; Tommy made 
SLS history in his rookie year by taking a 3rd place finish in New 
Jersey.
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Now based back home in Brisbane, Tommy has his sights set on 
making the official Australian Olympic team. His focus is on 
preparing for the 2021 Tokyo Summer Olympics and is also 
hungry for success in the SLS over the next few years. Outside of 
Skateboarding Tommy enjoys to go fishing and staying active 
with his fiancé Hannah.

Tommy is a long term member of the DC Skate team, he also 
officially joined the crew at Plan B in 2019.
